To commemorate Law Day this year, the Cleveland Law Library has partnered with the Cleveland
Public Library to provide a free, educational program about voting rights in Ohio on Wednesday,
May Ist.

Law Day is a yearly event sponsored by the American Bar Association, and this year’s theme is
“Voices of Democracy.” This theme “encourages Americans to participate in the 2024 elections
by deepening their understanding of the electoral process; discussing issues in honest and civil
ways; turning out to vote; and, finally, helping to move the country forward after free and fair
